Unauthorised adults gain 
access to the Bowling Green 
where the family activities are 
taking place


Individuals with malicious 
intent gain access to the 
group or individual children

Medium All members of the BeachFest 
team to wear official T shirts.


Notice on edge of Bowling 
Green to clearly state area 
being used by Cromer Church 
event.


Members of the BeachFest 
team will stand along the 
perimeter where the public 
footpath has adjacent to the 
Bowling Green

Covid 19 BeachFest Team and Families 
are at risk of Covid 19

Medium Have a separate entrance and 
separate exit on and off the 
Bowling Green


Sanitise equipment that will be 
used in the games


Have hand sanitiser available 
on the Bowling Green


Ensure family groups are 2m 
apart when they are sitting 
watching the event


Families will bring their own 
travel rugs/chairs to sit on


Plan for more individual 
games rather than team 
games to reduce contacts


Team to wear masks when 
addressing the children at 
close quarters


Team to keep a 2m distance 
from those taking part


Cancel the event if the rates of 
infection have increased and 
national guidelines demand 
the event can no longer safely 
take place
